Classroom Expectations:

· Class time is for learning and begins with the bell.  Arrive promptly and with a good attitude.  Our time is limited, and as they say in Latin, tempus fugit / time flies!  If you need to use the restroom, please do so before class.  
· Be respectful to everyone at all times and use appropriate classroom behavior and language. 

· Save food, drinks, and personal electronic devices for after school.
Academic Expectations (with wisdom from the Romans):
· Carpe Diem /  Seize the Day in Latin class.  Take advantage of this opportunity for learning and put forth your best effort.  The material for any language is cumulative, so start out with good, consistent study habits. Use class time well by participating often.  
· Semper Parati / Always Prepared  -  Be prepared when you come to class.  This means that you are on time and have your completed homework and other materials ready when the bell rings.  You are mentally ready to begin work.  
· Labor Omnia Vincit / Work Conquers All -   A good work ethic will bring good results. To help you master the Latin language, homework will generally be assigned each 
night and is due the next day we meet. It will be checked at the beginning of class, and some may be collected.   The homework may be written or a read/study/review format.  Since Ecce Romani is a reading course in Latin, you will be learning vocabulary and grammatical forms. You will also work on several long-term projects throughout the course.  If you are absent, be sure to check my website.   
· Labor est tuus / Your work must be your own, on homework, on a quiz or test, and on a project.  Plagiarism and/or cheating is a serious offense and will result in loss of credit for the work.  See the HK Student Handbook for further information.
· Errare humanum est / To err is human -  My goal is for you to learn Latin and to learn from your mistakes.  Generally students may retake any quiz with a score below 80% as long as I am notified of your intent to retake the quiz the day you receive back your first quiz. In addition, you must come see me for an extra help session before you take the new quiz.  Tests are not retaken since all the material is review from previous quizzes.   
· In Consortio cum Parentibus / In Partnership with Parents -  If you fall behind, I will work with your parents to help you get back on track.  A parent/guardian will be notified if you are missing three or more assignments. 
· Cura ut valeas / Take care that you are well – I like seeing you progress in Latin, but most of all I am concerned about you and your physical and emotional health.  If life is getting overwhelming for any number of reasons, come talk to me and we can discuss your workload.

· If you are absent, it is your responsibility to make up school work.  All assignments are posted my website.  
· Make-up work needs to be done promptly.  You also need to make arrangements with me to take any tests or quizzes.
